Lesson planning components and template
Lesson plans frequently include these components:
1. Learning objectives: 
· Question to ask yourself: What, specifically, should students know or be able to do as a result of engaging (in the lesson or the course? 
· Examples: Sample Learning Objectives. 

2. Class opening/ “warm-up”:
· Question to ask yourself:
· How will I intentionally use the start of the class to engage or focus attention, connect with existing knowledge, or build community?
· Examples: Fact, quote, or big question to pique interest, agenda for class period

3. Activities: 
· Question to ask yourself: 
· What student engagement activities would help students reach the learning objectives for the day? 
· How might the activity give me or students a sense of how they’re doing in their learning and provide an opportunity for feedback?
· Examples: explore activities in the Student Engagement Techniques page. Where things you observe during the activity can become supportive feedback for the class as a whole, share it, and debrief select activities.

4. Content: 
· Question to ask yourself:
· What information or content will students need to meet the objectives and engage in activities? 
· How will you provide that content? 
· Examples: mini-lecture, video, readings, demonstration.

5. Class closing/ “wrap-up”:
· Question to ask yourself: how will I intentionally use the end of the class to help students solidify learning, check for group understanding, or link learning from day to what’s coming next?
· Examples: Minute paper, Matrix, Group graphic
